GETTING THERE: - 

From the airport  

To Glasgow centre, the Glasgow Express Bus 500 takes 15 mins and goes every 10mins.  Stop 
required is the Bothwell St at Hope St stop.  It is then a 10 minute walk to the Hotel.  Tickets can 
be purchased online. Return ticket is £17.50 

or of course take a taxi! 

By rail 

Glasgow Central station is a 6 mins walk, and Glasgow Queen St station is 10 min walk.
